A short discussion regarding the shoulder gravel used on last year’s ARRA project on East Heythaler Highway took place.

The cross culvert on Mill Hwy near the Arlo Bruning property was discussed.  Rogers City Foreman Don Roznowski informed the Board that since the road surface was durapatched the culvert did not heave during the last spring frost period.  It is his belief that further lowering of the culvert below the limestone base it is currently set on is not necessary.  The ditch has been cleaned out and the ditch line is accurate for maximum water flow.

Superintendent/Manager’s Report:

The following information was presented:

· The Transportation Work Account (TWA) project with MDOT for Rayburn/US-23 intersection is nearly complete and work will be starting soon at the Lake Augusta Highway and M-65 intersection.
· An increase in our MDOT State Maintenance contract has been received – possible projects include work at the M-68/Lincoln Road  intersection and brushing along US-23 North.

· PASER rating on Federal Aid major collector paved roads was conducted last Monday and Tuesday with MDOT and NEMCOG. 
· The asphalt patching on 451 Highway and Rainy Lake Road culvert replacement sites has been completed.
· A refund in the amount of $53,708.00 has been received from MCRCSIP. 

· A pre-construction meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, August 16, 2011 for the Rayburn Highway/East Grand Lake project.
· A property Owner from Ocqueoc Heights subdivision is planning on donating several lots to either the Road Commission or County.  The lots are in the area where we have a drainage issue.

· Merit Network has requested a utility right of way permit to bury 1 ¼” fiber optic cable from Montmorency County into Rogers City.  A previous meeting was held with a representative from Merit Network in early 2011.   Supt./Mgr Smigelski and Rogers City Foreman Roznowski will review the submitted permit prior to approving.
· The Allis Township meeting recently attended by Supt./Mgr Smigelski, Commissioner Bischer  and County Road Engineer Mark Straley was reported on.  Allis Township has approved a resolution supporting a project using Category A grant funding to reconstruct portions of the high wire corridor within Allis Township.  Allis Township has requested a road improvement estimate for 638 Highway starting at S. Porter for a distance of 2 miles.
· A meeting is scheduled with DNR, the Presque Isle Township Supervisor and the Road Commission regarding Mar-ral Road on Long Lake to discuss the request from several residents along Mar-ral Road who want “No Parking” signs installed
· Northcott Excavating has crushed 15,555 yards of gravel for the Road Commission at a cost of $4.82 per yard.

· Supt./Mgr Smigelski would like to begin the hiring process for the open Truck Driver position at the Onaway garage and have an employee hired by end of September.
