· We have received the two large reimbursements from the MSP FEMA Grant for the Grand Lake Outlet Bridge, $493,000.  We still have a couple of minor bills in the process awaiting payment.

· There was a close call with truck #0101 on January 29, 2019.  The driver turned the battery disconnect on, saw sparks and smelled smoke.  The battery cable rubbed through.  Mechanics replaced it.

· A good positive article appeared in the Alpena News last week, copy of the article was passed around the Board table.

· An updated snow plow routes list handout was given to each Commissioner and the County Commissioner.  Each driver averages between 50 and 60 miles, most requiring at minimum two passes.
