Supt./Mgr Report: 
· There is a MTA Meeting Tuesday, January 5, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at the Ocqueoc Township hall.
· Discussion was held regarding the jurisdiction of Trapp Road and a letter received from an adjoining property owner.  
· Crews worked fourteen hours on December 29th and extra hours on December 30th to clean up from the snow storm which produced between 10” to 15” of snow.
· Supt./Mgr updated the Board on Eric Rose’s condition after heart surgery.
· Supt./Mgr is requesting that he be allowed to attend an AGRIP conference March 6 – 9, 2016 in Nashville, Tennessee.  CRASIF pays all traveling and lodging expenses.

· A Federal Highway bill has been enacted and further information is being sought for an explanation of the legislation and how it will impact the Federal Aid funding.

Old Business:
        County Road Engineer Mark Straley presented a photo of the area of the Big Cut gravel pit that is being offered for sale.  Mr. Straley informed the Board that there is not complete data available on the parcel as previous borings done were on the property borders and not within the parcel being sold.  Approximately 30 acres is a bog area and not worth mining.  The remaining area should have gravel 60’ deep but the mining would be below the water table and be expensive to crush.
       Chairman Rhode asked if the Road Commission had depleted gravel pit properties that could be sold to generate revenue to purchase new gravel pit property.  Supt./Mgr Smigelski advised that the deeds would have to be examined to make sure the Road Commission could sell the property.
