Unfinished Business:

Supt./Mgr Smigelski reviewed the 2010 MERS Valuation and informed the Board that our funding level is currently at 68%, down from 70% at 2009 year end.  Currently we are billed at 23.6% of gross payroll monthly and our adjusted rate for 2011 will be 25.21% of gross payroll.     Supt./Mgr Smigelski recommended additional payment of $5,000 per month be made to increase the funding level to the recommended 80% level as required by MERS.  Chairman Catalano would like a long term plan developed to monitor the MERS retirement funding level and to include the impact of employee contributions if they contribute a percentage in the future.

The following information was presented:

· A fence belonging to Art Tenant was damaged by an Industrial Disposal Brine truck spreading brine for the Road Commission.  Supt./Mgr Smigelski is following up on the damage complaint and will advise if any action will be needed. 
· A discussion was held regarding Friedrich Road located in Ocqueoc Township.  Board consensus was to not accept jurisdiction for the undeveloped one-half mile at the southern end of the section line between sections 25 and 26.
· The permit for the Beech Grove culvert replacement will be submitted to DEQ this week and a meeting with Huron Pines on the two North Curtis Road crossings is scheduled for next week to make final decision on what to install.
· The 638 Highway Bridge letting is scheduled for October 6, 2011and the project may not start until spring of 2012.
· Krakow Township is hosting the MTA meeting tonight at Fletcher Gilchrest Park.
· The Grand Lake Dam and water level monitoring were discussed.
· A report was given on NEMCOG traffic counts recently conducted within the county.
