Supt./Mgr Report: 
· Supt./Mgr updated the Board on the status of the Category A grant project.
· Culverts are being replaced by the crews throughout the county.
· Three crew members have begun work for MDOT to repair and clean bridges on the state trunk line.  MDOT is supplying all the necessary equipment.
· On May 22nd a truck installing shoulder gravel hooked an overhead cable resulting in damage to an electrical mast on a private residence.  We have an $1,000 deductible on incidents such as this and waiting to see if there will be any charges from PIE & G.
· A workshop for elected officials regarding Asset management will be held on Wednesday, June 4, 2014 from 4:30 pm – 7:00 pm at the Rogers City Senior Center.  City, Village, County and Township Officials were invited.

· The Onaway motor grader is down for repairs for an estimated two weeks.  The repairs are covered under warranty.

· Supt./Mgr is obtaining quotes to do crack sealing on newer asphalts.  Estimated cost will be under $10,000.

· A meeting has been requested by representatives from the Grand Lake Association to discuss the culvert at Lotus Pond.

· Supt./Mgr met last week with US Fish & Wildlife representatives regarding funding for the culvert replacement on Roost Road.  Quotes for an aluminum box culvert are being sought and there is a possibility of funding being secured later this summer.

Unfinished Business:


A proposal from former Payroll Clerk Diane Mucciante to provide payroll service on a contractual basis was reviewed and discussed.   A motion was made by Rhode (Bischer) to advertise for a full time payroll clerk with a starting hourly wage of $11.50 per hour.

Commissioner Bischer informed the Board of a complaint he had received from a citizen regarding wood removed from Glasier Road by a Road Commission employee.
