· Snow fall totals;  ” 115” as of yesterday;  ” 87” last year same date
· Rain/wind storm on Sunday, Feb 24th caused many issues again with icy & drifted roads.  There were many plugged roads Monday morning, along with broken trees.
· MCRCSIP engineering liability coverage is not needed per Gayle Cummings, Administrator.  Copies of R.S. Scott & Associates certificate of insurance have been provided to Supt./Mgr.
· A 2019 MDOT project map for the Alpena TSC region was given to the Board and discussed.
· Supt./Mgr spoke with County Clerk and Chairman Gapczynski regarding the inspection requirements for the Grand Lake Dam.  Additionally a letter was sent to the County Board reviewing the history of the road commission’s role in monitoring the water level and previous dam inspections.  The County will be getting a consultant to do the inspection.
· Truck # 0308 blew an engine last week.  We have scheduled a rebuild of the engine, estimated cost about $30,000.  Discussed the pros and cons prior to ordering the rebuild and decided this was the best way to proceed.
· An update on the status of the Federal Aid project was read from Mark Harrison, MDOT.  Waiting for obligation approval on the Co Rd 451 project.

· Supt./Mgr and Rogers City Foreman met with CAT salesmen regarding the ordering of a CAT 950 GC Loader, will be purchasing it through Sourcewell, not MiDeal.  Better price.  Sourcewell is similar to MiDeal with no membership charges and meets the State requirements regarding advertising.

· The County Road Association Highway Conference is next week in Lansing.

· Supt./Mgr has been speaking with Foremen regarding spring weight restrictions, tentatively looking at week of March 18th.

 New Business:

      Discussion was held regarding a letter received by Chairman Catalano and Commissioner Bischer from former Allis Township Supervisor Clifford Tollini.  Mr. Tollini is objecting to an alleged sealcoat project on 638 Hwy to sealcoat over gravel between Porter Road and Belding Road.  The project he spoke of is not on the 2019 Sealcoat Program list.  Supt./Mgr did speak with Allis Township Supervisor Richard Nash last week regarding a possible Township project (65% Twp share) to sealcoat 638 Hwy between Belding Road and Glasier Road.  This section of road is  asphalt surface.  No contract or estimate has been prepared as it is still in the planning stages at the Township level.  Supt./Mgr Smigelski will draft a response to Mr. Tollini’s letter.
        Commissioner Lang reported on the workshop he attended last Monday, February 25, 2019 for New Road Commissioners.  Commissioner Lang stated he found the presentations on funding, liability and workmen’s compensation to be informative.
