The following information was presented:

· Supt./Mgr and County Road Engineer Mark Straley will be meeting with Tom Moran of Moran Iron Works to discuss the Category A grant and project plans.
· There will be a MTA Meeting Tuesday, October 4, 2011 at St. Dominic’s Hall at 7:00 pm.
· The Church Highway culvert was installed last week with finish work to be done this week.  The Beech Grove crossing will be the next culvert replacement to be done.
· Rogers Township has requested an estimate to crush, shape and pave three roads next year, including Shore Road, Friedrich Rd and Heather Drive for a total .8 mile.
· Rick Price is the new employee in Onaway and will begin next Monday, pending clearance on physical and drug screens.

· Additional State Highway maintenance work has been completed and an estimated $70,000 will be added to state maintenance revenue.  The two TWA projects totaled $52,000. 
· P.K. Contracting will be doing centerline and edge line painting on new sealcoats and asphalts, plus a few primary miles this week.
· Supt./Mgr and Posen Foreman will be attending the Superintendent’s conference this week. 
· Cordes Excavating is currently working on the base of Rayburn and E. Grand Lake Road and paving is scheduled for the end of the week.
