Unfinished Business:

Supt./Mgr Smigelski reviewed a proposed agreement with Huron Pines for culvert replacement at stream crossings on North Curtis Road and Spens Road.    Huron Pines will be supplying all materials not to exceed $40,000 and the Road Commission would be providing labor and equipment not to exceed twenty-five (25%) of the cost of the project.
A motion was made by Catalano (Bischer) to authorize Supt./Mgr Smigelski to enter and sign the agreement on behalf of the Road Commission.

Supt./Mgr Smigelski reported on the Northern Michigan Association of Road Commission and the County Road Association Self-Insurance Fund Annual Meetings recently attended.   Presque Isle Road Commission is 5th in the state in No Lost Time (modification factor) ranking and is averaging a return of .60 per $1.00 on premiums paid.    A discussion was held regarding the possibility of Supt./Mgr Smigelski being elected to the NMARC Board as Vice-President next year (4 year commitment).  As most NMARC meetings are held in conjunction with conferences already attended, there would be minimal cost to the Road Commission.

· Moltke Township will purchase $8,000 in crushed gravel from Carmeuse to be placed on their roads.
· The culverts have been ordered for the Silver Creek Crossings and Rainy Lake Road.  The DNRE permit has been approved and received.
· Alpena Aggregate is crushing gravel  at the Hincka pit, we have been hauling some clay into the site.
· MDOT would like to contract with us (possible TWA) for use of an excavator on M-32 near Atlanta to place rip rap along the bridge over the Thunder Bay River.   Rogers City Foreman Don Roznowski is meeting with them today to discuss the project.
· The 37th Association is considering a name change and will be updating its bylaws.
· The next MTA meeting will be held October 5th at Belknap Township Hall at 7:00 pm if any Commissioners are interested in attending.  The President from Alpena Community College will be the guest speaker.
The next meeting dates for the Board of Road Commissioners will be on Monday, October 4, 2010 at 8:30 a.m. and Monday, October 18, 2010 at 8:30 a.m.
