WHEREAS, this Board has reviewed the Contract # 13-5494 and finds it is in the best interest and to the benefit of the Presque Isle County Road Commission to enter into such a contract to chip seal and perform pavement marking work along West Heythaler Highway from Karsten Road easterly to County Road 451; and all together with necessary related work.

NOW THEREFORE IT IS RESOLVED, that Vice Chairperson Ronald Bischer and Board Member Thomas Catalano of the Presque Isle County Road Commission are authorized to execute such documents, in the name and on behalf of this County Road Commission.

Superintendent/Manager’s Report:
      The following information was presented:
· Fog seal has been completed on sections of Leer Road, Ristow Highway and North Ward Branch Road. 
· Documents for right of way purchases along the Category “A” grant project are nearly complete and the plans will be submitted thereafter.

· The Rogers City motor grader lease is expiring in June of 2014.  Foreman Roznowski and Supt./Mgr Smigelski will be working on new specifications and the Road Commission will need to advertise for December bid opening.

· P.K. Contracting has been contacted to do approximately 24 miles of centerline/edge line painting within the county.
· It is anticipated that Steve Peters will be returning to work on October 21, 2013.

· Metz Township is interested in seal coating one mile of Hagensville Road from Elm Hwy to 634 Highway, either this month or next summer.
· Crews will return to eight hour days next Monday, September 9, 2013.

· Supt./Mgr Smigelski updated the Board on the status of our MDOT Maintenance contract noting that there is approximately $50,000 to $60,000 remaining in the budget.  MDOT year end is September 30, 2013.

· A brief discussion was held regarding the completion date for the M-65 Bridge over the Thunder Bay river.
· Supt./Mgr will be invoicing MDOT for the additional costs incurred to maintain Long Lake Road during the detour.


The next meeting dates for the Board of Road Commissioners will be on Monday, September 16, 2013 at 8:30 a.m. and Monday, October 7, 2013 at 8:30 a.m.
