Centerline to be painted 1st year and edge line painted the 2nd year.

Superintendent/Manager’s Report:

The following information was presented:

· The Transportation Work Account (TWA) project with MDOT for Rayburn/US-23 intersection is complete and work at the Lake Augusta Highway and M-65 intersection is 90% complete.  
· All asphalt paving and sealcoat projects are complete. P.K. Contractors will be painting approximately 20 to 30 miles of centerline and edge line this fall.  Reconstruction of Rayburn Highway/East Grand Lake Road is scheduled to begin next week.
· Crews will be working on State Highways the remainder of the months to use all State funds available to us in the budget.  The M-68 Highway/Lincoln Road intersection has been widened to expedite plowing, shoulder gravel will be done at various locations and a soil berm on the Business Loop of US-23 from Quarry Road south is being removed to create more room for snow banks.
· Applications of the four candidates being interviewed for the Onaway Truck Driver position were reviewed by the Board.
· A request from Payroll Clerk Diane Mucciante to shorten the waiting period for health insurance from six months to three months.   No action was taken.
· Crews will be installing culverts for Huron Pines on the Silver Creek in Moltke Township within the next month.
· The US Department of Transportation may be changing the deadline for installation of signs that must meet the new standard for retro reflectivity and size.   Signs may now be replaced as needed instead of a specific date deadline.
· Supt./Mgr Smigelski reviewed and updated the Board on the latest CRAM news and the Jensen Health Care Reform bill.  Cadillac Insurance Center is hosting a seminar on October 28th, 2011 to update Road Commissions on changes coming within the next year.

· Skudlarek Farms will be reimbursing the Road Commission for use of an excavator to extinguish a hay barn fire on August 21, 2011.

The next meeting dates for the Board of Road Commissioners will be on Monday, September 19, 2011 at 8:30 a.m. and Monday, October 3, 2011 at 8:30 a.m.
