Supt./Mgr Smigelski informed the Board that a refund in the amount of $2,540.40 has been received from the Consumers Power Energy Optimization program for the lighting fixtures replaced at the Rogers city garages. Superintendent/Manager’s Report


The following information was presented:

· A request has been received from Presque Isle Electric and Gas to install natural gas line along Tomahawk Lake Highway and Thunder Road to service Thunder Lodge.   
· Supt./Mgr Smigelski recently presented information to the Grand Lake Association regarding water levels at Grand Lake and Lotus Pond.  The association will attempt to obtain funding for repair of the culvert between Grand Lake and Lotus Pond.   
· Bolen Asphalt has paved 40 Mile Pt Road and Avenue and Black Bass Bay Road.  Shoulder gravel has been completed and centerline/edge line painting needs to be done.  Approximately 30 miles of painting will be done on primary roads during the next few weeks.
· Upgrades to the Grand Lake Pavilion are in progress with walls and doors installed.  Supt./Mgr will provide photos when the project is complete.

· Seal coating on Ocqueoc Road is completed.  Crews will be working on State Highways for the next several weeks as there is funding remaining in the State Maintenance budget to be used prior to September 30, 2010.

· Moltke Township may purchase crushed gravel for some of the township roads.

· The possible paving of 451 Highway from Prell’s sawmill to Claus Road was discussed.

· County Engineer Straley and Supt./Mgr Smigelski will be attending the Presque Isle Township Board Meeting on September 13, 2010 to present an estimate for Orchard Point improvements.  A special assessment is being discussed to raise necessary funding for the project.
· A pre-construction meeting has been held regarding the Silver Creek road crossing projects at N. Curtis Road and Spens Road.  The project is waiting for the DNRE permit to be issued.  Additionally, the DNRE permit for Rainy Lake Road culvert crossing replacement has not been received yet.  It is anticipated that Rainy Lake Road will be closed for at least two days during the project.
· Legislative priorities were reviewed and a possible new stimulus package was discussed.
The next meeting dates for the Board of Road Commissioners will be on Monday, September 20, 2010 at 8:30 a.m. and Monday, October 4, 2010 at 8:30 a.m. 
Commissioner Catalano advised the Board that he will be out of state November 1 -13.

Board consensus was to hold the November meetings on November 8 and November 22, 2010.
